The Promotion Test Fee:

$5.00 for testing ranks with 2™ Blue Stripes and below.
$20.00 for testing ranks with Blue Belt and above.
Any skipped rank(s) need pay the fees to the up to the rank to be tested.

Test Day(s) and Time:

1. The test will be conduct in three days continuously (Friday-Tuesday-Friday) for each promotion test.

2. Green Belt and below should complete all test requirements within first two test time period.

3. Brown Stripe and above are split into three Test period.

4. Pre-arrange a known day to be absent for a testing day is necessary, otherwise the whole test will need to be
retake, and the test fee is required for taking the same test again.

5. Everyone who passed the promotion test will be promoted at the Friday after the test date.

6. Tests start at 7:40PM and late arrivals will not be admitted for the test.

The first Friday will test the requirements with: Basics, Kata, Combinations, and Weapon Kata
The coming Tuesday will test: Pre-arranged Sparring, Self-defense Techniques, Wing Chun and Tai Chi
The Second Friday will test: Board breaking, Sparring, and any makeup test.

Probation Test:
1. Probation tests will be held on the Friday of the fifth week after the last test Friday.

2. All the requirements should be completed during the day.
3. There will be no rearrangement day for probation tests.
